We remind you to be mindful of tax-related emails claiming to be from the Tax 

Office.   

 

A scam has again come to our attention that involves an email being sent to 

your personal email address claiming to be from the Tax Office advising that you 

have a refund owing and will contain a link in the body of the email to another 

site asking for your personal information. 

 

This email is a scam. 

 

We understand the Tax Office will never send you an email requesting you to 

confirm, update or disclose confidential details like your name, date of birth, 

address, passwords, credit card details etc.
